Ralph here, grateful recovering
pothead.

It is nice to read messages from
around the world this morning.

I work across the river from the
World Trade Center. At the time
of the first plane crash my back was
to the window when one of my co-
workers jumped up in shock as he
saw the first tower go up in flames.
We all could not believe what we
saw and had no idea what was actu-
ally happening. We turned on the
radio to hear that a plane had
crashed into one of the towers. Our
tirst reaction were thoughts of a
plane gone out of control. The ra-
dio reported the same thoughts. A
few minutes later two other cowork-
ers saw the second plane crash into
the other tower. The rest of us
thought for sure that they must be
mistaken. The radio confirmed it.

Everyone immediately realized
what was happening. All work
stopped. We were in shock. Two
people in the office ran to get bin-
oculars they had with them. What
they saw later through those bin-
oculars was more horrific than what
would happen later. People who had
to make the choice to burn or jump.
Some of them already burning.
"This was not happening was it? We
then got word on the radio that the
Pentagon was hit. A lump the size
of a melon filled my throat. “WE
ARE UNDER ATTACK!” came
out of mouth. There was no doubt.
I'had to get some air. Outside were
others who were feeling the same
as I was at that moment. Itwas there
that I learned that the planes were
hijacked, and there were reports of
more still in the air. Fear came over
me. I saw two other recovering
addicts who worked in the same
building. We hugged like there
might be no tomorrow. Those hugs

came at the perfect time.

I rushed back into the building
to find our Branch Manager
announcing that we were all to go
home. Ilooked out the window and
saw nothing but smoke where the
towers were. The coworker next to
me asked where the towers were. |
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assured him that they must be be-
hind all that smoke, after all there
was no way those massive structures
could have come down. Another
coworker confirmed it. They were
GONE! “Oh my God!” was all we
could muster. At that moment I
seriously thought that this must be
just a dream. I literally pinched
myself and closed my eyes in an at-
tempt to wake up. This was not a
dream, this was a real nightmare.

I called my brother who is in
sales in the city. My call was not
going through. Nobody was hav-
ing luck making phone calls. We
were COMPLETELY powerless
and the feelings were running deep
and wide. Fear, anger, sadness, con-
cern were but a few of the emotions
running through me. Luckily I got
through to my mother. She lived
nearby and informed me that my
brother was fine, as was my sister

My daughter was in school at
the time. They kept her in school
and released them only to parents
and guardians. Later, when I
would talk with her, I would find
out that there were many still
waiting for their parents, obvi-
ously concerned about them.

My only concern is for my
stepdaughter, Rachel. As many
of you know she is an active ad-
dict who chooses wander the
streets of New York. I have faith
and a great feeling that she is fine.
I just wish she would call to let
us know.

Fifty-thousand people work
in those two buildings. I was
lucky. I was not a victim, nor were
any family members.

Others are not as lucky.
Their lives are changed forever.
My heart and prayers go out to
them.
